4�Generous scholarships that give the majority of 
recipients a chance to realize their college dreams 
without having to take on student debt to cover tuition 
and fees not covered by federal and state grant aid; 

4�A dedicated mentor who serves as the student’s 
advisor, advocate, cheerleader, and coach every step 
of their journey at Monroe, providing pre- and post-
enrollment support services; 

4�Special “bridge to college” programming and events to 
help students form strong connections to the College 
and each other while making a successful transition to 
college-level studies and responsibilities, and 

4�Engagement with students and school administrators 
to effectuate the program’s goals and help inform local 
high schools’ own college-readiness programming.
